first step toward “expanding
WUIS” own eclectic brew of
music and information.

Last year, the Corporation for
Public Broadcasting (CPB) award-
ed a special grant of $85,000 to
the station to add a digital signal
to our current analog signal and
asked for a community match, so
local philanthropists led by sup-

porter Hannah McDaniel generously con-
tributed nearly $40,000 beyond their annu-
al membership contributions.

Listeners with a digital receiver will ulti-
mately have the benefits of listening to one
or more additional signals. The hope is
that within three to four years, WUIS will
feature a news/talk channel and a music
and entertainment channel — and perhaps
a UIS student-run channel.

WUIS is still seeking additional support for
the costs associated with raising the digital
antennae on the tower. If you would like to
make a significant contribution to a future
with expanded program options on your
public radio station, or if you would like
to know more about the Performing Arts
Studio, please call Lisa or Jiffy at 206-6516.

Thanks to a major gift from Guerry and
Michelle Suggs, a new Performing Arts Stu-
dio will be built in the next three years for
live performances much like those origi-
nating in NPR’s Studio A on Performance
Today. “The possibilities are endless,” says
Karl Scroggin, WUIS Music Director. “The
Performing Arts Studio will open up a
whole new musical horizon for us.”

While both Michelle and Guerry have been
incredibly active, offering financial support
and board participation in Springfield’s
non-profit community for vyears, their
appreciation of performing arts and the uni-
versity that is home to 91.9 FM dates back
to the example set by Michelle’s father,
James Murphy, who helped found Sanga-
mon Auditorium. And their interest in
allowing the station to publicize their gift
was more in the hopes that others would
join them in making significant contribu-
tions to Public Radio so that more major
initiatives can take place and benefit the
community on a large scale. Michelle and
Guerry are especially excited that school-
children from all parts of the listening area
will be able to tour the station, learn first-
hand from musicians, and expand their
repertoires beyond today’s pop stars.

Staff offices will be moved in order to make
way for the approximately 900-square-foot
studio, which will contain microphones for
12 voices or instruments, seating for an
intimate audience, a piano and a quality
technical recording booth. The space will
be used by the station for musical guests as
well as panel discussions, and members of
the community will be able to use it to
record their own material.

Other supporters have begun contributing
to the costs remaining to renovate the
space. We hope that if you have a special
interest in this project, you'll follow the
Suggs’ wonderful, generous lead and con-
sider making an additional gift this year to
complete this project.

Premiere Pitcher

WUIS has certainly matured over the past three
decades, and its growth into a premiere public
radio station is a genuine source of pride and fond
recollections for many who have been a part of its
history. David Farrell, one of the most recogniza-
ble fundraising voices of WUIS, has been pitch-
ing for the station for some 25 years. He has
watched WUIS and public radio in general
evolve from a fledgling operation into a frontline
news media player that has widely expanded its
reach and depth. “Three words describe what the
station has become over the last 30 years: fresh,
adaptable, and energized. It's established but not
stale, and today it is widely recognized as a pri-
mary source of news, entertainment, knowledge,

information, and arts programming.” Just this past
October, a listener noted when making his online
pledge that Farrell was the “fun and frenzied
founding father of fundraising.”

Thanks for the Memories

When you're sitting at home or driving in the car listening to public radio, do you ever wonder
what’s going on behind the scenes? From a few of those who've dashed into the newsroom with
only seconds to spare, urged listeners to give, camped at the station overnight just to read the school
closings, hosted programs, paced the halls, managed the planned and handled the unexpected, we
share a few memorable moments and perspectives on 30 years of public radio from those who along
their life’s journey have been a part of the listener’s in some way.

Burp!

It was the fundraisers, say both Jeanne Enlow
Urbanek and Marcella Bobinsky (formerly
Kielser), that left indelible impressions on those
two, as well as more than a few others.
Although Jeanne shared the details, both vivid-
ly recalled one particular Saturday evening in
the “pitch patio.” “I'll never forget the
fundraiser that was held right after Marci
Kiesler (the station’s first development director)
returned from maternity leave. Marci and |
were pitching on Saturday night, and we had
reached our fundraising goal early in the
evening. It used to be that we would celebrate
with champagne when the goal was met. Marci
hadn’t had a touch of alcohol for several
months and almost never had anything to drink
before that. But we were celebrating, so she
had a little champagne.

“The microphones went on, Marci took a deep
breath to begin her pitch, but instead of speak-
ing she burped so loudly it just echoed in the
headphones... well no one could talk we were
laughing so hard...George Woolard, who was
running master control, was mortified. He went
on the air and tried to explain that the station
was having technical problems. Then in
walked Brad Swanson. To this day | can still see

him standing there, hands on his hips, staring
us down and demanding an explanation.” As
you might have guessed, those celebratory
champagne toasts were retired thereafter.

Female Impersonator

Linda Devocelle, who now lives and works in
Colorado, worked in the then-WSSR news
room during the early to mid 80s. She and
another reporter would alternate delivering the
noon news. “One day the other reporter that |
worked with had a particularly bad newscast.
She was making mistake after mistake. So at the
end of the newscast instead of giving her own
name, she signed off under another reporter’s
name. | thought Rich (Bradley) was going to go
through the roof.”
